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Lesson 1

Grade Level:  2nd
Subject: Language Arts

· Recognize common abbreviations.
Lesson Objective:   Given a lesson about abbreviations, students will create a two columned table to compare 10 unabbreviated and abbreviated words. 

NETS Standards: 

· Technology Operations and Concepts   
Students demonstrate a sound understanding of technology concepts, systems, and operations. 
Lesson Idea:  This lesson will teach students how words are abbreviated. I will read students a story and have them abbreviate selected words. I will also have the students complete work from the textbook to further the idea of abbreviations. Using Microsoft Word I will have students create a two columned table, one side with unabbreviated words, and the other with correctly abbreviated words. 

Student Product:  A two columned table to compare words before and after they are abbreviated. 
Problem Statement:   Students, get ready! The editors of Webster dictionary need our help! We have been asked to help them form part of the dictionary.  We have to work hard to make tables to show how words are abbreviated! Try including at least 10 abbreviated words. Once we get the tables done we have to send them in! 
Assessment:  Students will be graded based on (a) how correct the unabbreviated/abbreviated words are (b) if they have included the required amount of words (c) how well they create their table. 

Three levels of quality will be "below proficiency," "proficient" and "advanced"

Lesson Objective:   Given information about the four seasons students will write a poem about their favorite season. After their poem is finished they will recite it to the class.

Students demonstrate creative thinking, construct knowledge, and develop innovative products and processes using technology.
Lesson Idea:  After showing students a Power Point created by myself about the different seasons, students will write a poem about their favorite season.  The students will then type their poem in Microsoft Word and add a clip art that represents their season. Once every student has their typed poem they will read it to the class. 
Student Product:  A poem written about the child’s favorite season.  The typed poem will also have a clip art to represent something having to do with the season they chose. 

Problem Statement:   Extra extra, read all about it! The class newsletter is in need of poems to start off the seasons! We have to type out our poems and include clip art before we turn them in. At the beginning of each season the newsletter will include the selected poem!  

Assessment:  Students will be graded based on (a) the sentence structure of their poem (b) punctuation (c) included clip art that correlates with their season (d) correct information given about their season in the poem
